Iridium completed a multi-year constellation upgrade in  
early 2019, replacing all its satellites and upgrading the 
supporting ground infrastructure. At only 780 kilometers 
from the Earth, Iridium’s LEO network provides pole-to-pole 
coverage, a shorter transmission path, stronger signals, 
lower latency, and shorter registration time than with GEO 
satellites.
